A guestion was raised regarding a CAMS licenceraaBford. Although David had not heard of this rumat was not
surprising regarding the idea to supplement incdPnebably not at this stage because too much ezpeogld be involved
and the track is not wide enough to accommodate dahn mentioned the hill climb at Broadford maagirs ago which
required an incredible amount of preparation ofotete fencing. Basically, CAMS want two walls obtection, there is no
depth of bitumen foundation for cars breaking icdoners, and there would be a need of air baggmfisant amount of
expenditure is required for a CAMS licence and egussition of more property. The cost of layingack is approximately
$1 million per kilometer, and there is approximgted years of life for a bitumen track. Discussiban followed on different
racing tracks of Eastern Creek, Lakeside, Calddrtha@ old Hume Weir.
